The verification and lease forms are a Connecticut 4-H Program requirement not a Tol-

land County 4-H Fair one. They were put into use many years ago because the 4-H fairs are 4-H project shows. 4-H members ex-

hibit projects that they have worked on and raised. There is no such requirement at fairs in CT other than 4-H fairs. An individual

could purchase or borrow an animal the day before and bring it to an area fair. The purpose of 4-H fairs, however is different, it is to

showcase 4-H projects. To verify that an animal is a 4-H project the lease and verification forms are used. The rules governing the

use of the forms are on the CT 4-H web page at www.4-H.uconn.edu. With the exception of dairy animals all of the forms are due on

June 1%.
